REMARKS

On 2 October 2018 at 1640, the Air Accident Investigation Department (AAID) was notified of an occurrence at Mogwooni farm, Nanyuki in Laikipia County by a private operator. A Safari, Kitplane of registration 5Y-CGM, was involved in a collision with an animal during a ground roll into the hangar after landing. 

The aircraft 5Y-CGM, while on a private flight from Kamok, Ol Pejeta to Mogwooni farm with two occupants on board was involved in an incident after landing. The pilot reported to have buzzed the runway to make sure it was clear then did a clock-wise circuit for finals on runway 35. He continued with the approach and landed smoothly at around 1200 hours. Shortly after landing and with all landing gear wheels in contact with the ground, he continued with the roll towards parking. It was at this point that 3 horses suddenly bolted from the hangar right across the path of the aircraft colliding with the left wing. The aircraft span round coming to a stop facing east. At this point the engines had stopped on their own. The pilot reported that after the incident, they later pushed the aircraft to the hangar for an external inspection.
All the persons on board vacated the aircraft unaided and with no injuries. 

The aircraft sustained damage on the leading edge of the left wing, lift struts and raptured the left fuel tank.
