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REMARKS

On the late morning of 26th January 2019, Aircraft Accident Investigation Department (AAID) was notified of an occurrence in Embu County the previous day. 
AAID was advised that a light aircraft with two persons on board, while performing a cross coutry ttraining flight had impacted obstacles at the end of the runway at Seven Forks airstrip. The occupants had suffered minor injuries but the aircraft was substantially damaged. 
The pilot stated that they had departed from Ntyaribo airstrip for a cross country flight that would take them overhead Kiambere, seven Forks, Masinga airstrips and then back to Nyaribo. As they approached Seven Forks airstrip the PIC elected to perform a touch and go. He touched down uneventfully but upon increase of power for takeoff the aircraft was unable to gain sufficient height and subsequently impacted to clear obstacles at the end of the runway and subsequently impacted trees and come to a stop shortly thereafter. Both occupants extricated themselves from the wreckage and notified the flight instructor based at Nyaribo airstrip of the occurrence.
