REMARKS

The C-210 type of aircraft had taken off from Olerai airstrip in Narok County at 0700 with the pilot as the sole occupant destined for Wilson airport, Nairobi. The pilot reported that after take-off he realized that he did not have his headset with him. He then elected to land at a nearby airstrip, Farmland Nkorinkori to make necessary arrangements for the headset to be delivered to him by a vehicle. His house and the departure airstrip is approximately ten minute drive from the Farmland Nkorinkori airstrip. 
He stated that he elected to land at this adjacent airstrip since it is tarmacked as opposed to the departure airstrip. On landing the aircraft contacted the ground very hard and skidded on the tarmac and came to rest off the centre line to the left. The pilot then exited the aircraft unaided. He later realized that he had forgotten to lower the landing gear prior to landing. The aircraft is fitted with a retractable landing gear. There was no pre or post landing fire.
The pilot exited the aircraft without any injuries unassisted 
Investigations into the incident are ongoing.
