REMARKS

At approximately 0439 on 26 May 2016, the Air Accident Investigation Division was notified of an occurrence at Wilson airport. 

The occurrence was a ground incident involving two aircraft; a DHC-8 and a Cessna Citation 550. The DHC-8 was taxiing to the customs area to embark passengers destined for Wajir with estimated time of departure 0430. The Citation was parked at the customs area.

At the customs area, while maneuvering to park the right hand wing contacted the rudder of an adjacently parked Cessna Citation. It was stated that the marshaller had given the stop sign but the crew hadn’t noticed since most of the attention was on clearing the rudder of the adjacent aircraft. There was at least one marshaller directing the crew.
The crew comprised of a training Captain and a newly recruited first officer, FO. The training captain was seated on the right seat and was observing the clearance of the right wing relative to adjacent aircraft; he was the pilot monitoring. The FO was the pilot taxiing.
