REMARKS

The Air Accident Investigation Department was notified about the accident on 7 March 2016 at 0542.A student pilot after a flight training exercise came in contact with a propeller of the aircraft, while the engine was running.

It was reported that the student and a flight instructor had done 20 minutes flight training exercise within the aerodrome circuit. They then landed safely and taxied the aircraft to the parking area where the aircraft was marshaled to the designated position on the apron.
The aircraft was parked without shutting down the engine in order for the student pilot to disembark in order to pave way for the next scheduled student pilot for training. As the student disembarked the instructor remained onboard as the engine kept running. The student collided with the spinning propeller sustaining severe injuries on the left arm. 
The student suffered fatal injuries after being taken to a hospital for medical attention.
Investigation is in progress.
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
