REMARKS

On 12 February 2018 at 1640, the Air Accident Investigation Department (AAID) was notified of an occurrence by the Jomo Kenyatta International Airport’s Air Traffic Control (ATC) Tower. A Cessna Citation 680 aircraft, registration 5Y-PAA operated by Phoenix Aviation had declared emergency due to a hydraulic system failure. 

The aircraft, while on a scheduled flight from Ukunda airport (HKUK) to Wilson airport (HKNW) had encountered hydraulic system failure. The flight crew became aware of the failure when they selected the landing gear to retract resulting into low hydraulic pressure engine indication and a display of crew alerting (EICAS) caution message for both the left and right. The crew further reported that hydraulic volume low caution message was also displayed. The crew established that the nose landing gear doors had remained extended even after selecting gear up during the climb sequence of the flight. The flight crew issued a radio alert to air traffic services of their intention to divert to Jomo Kenyatta International Airport. They performed the relevant quick-reference handbook (QRH) checks and later landed at Jomo Kenyatta International Airport on runway 06 at about 1625. The pilot informed the ATC that they were unable to vacate the runway as the Citation aircraft emergency procedures prohibit taxing with pneumatic brakes which was the only available system. 
The appropriate airport emergency response services arrived at the scene and the aircraft was towed to the parking bay. All the persons on board vacated the aircraft unaided and with no injuries. The aircraft did not sustain any damage.
